One of the biggest problems in Michigan
today is care of foster children. More than 15,000
MI children are in the foster care system because
of abuse and negl ect. I
children are the unfortunate victims of o@ur
economy and our faililng

As Lutherans we should be proud that four
local social service arm,Lutheran Social
Services of Michigan is the largest private
provider of foster care in the state. On any g|ven
day, approximately 800 children are under
Lutheran Soci al Servilces
more than providing food and shelter. Luthgran
Social Services tries to reunify children with their
family. When that is not possible, they seek
permanent adoptive homes. Lutheran Sgcial
Services also helps children aging out of |the
system at 18 when state aid terminates. They|have
a supervised independent living program for ojder
teens in foster care to help them learn how to
function as responsible adults. They also proyide
financial aid to students in college or vocatignal
training programs.

Lutheran Social Services needs our Ip.
Probably first and foremost, there is an urgent
need for new foster homes. If becoming a fgster
parent is even a remote possibility for you, contact
Lut heran Soci al Serv|i ce
foster care office at (248) 42860 for mor
information. Or better yet, talk to them about [the
possibility of providing a permanent adoptjve
home for a foster child.
