Joe Darkangelo, EMT

Joe and Bonnieds son,
retired at 40 years old from his 9 to 5 job and has
been a volunteer police officer, fireman, and an
EMT. They are very proud of him.

In June 2010 Nate Rau almost drowned while
kayaking on the Huron River, face down at the
Milford dam when his girlfriend, Missy Luchtel,
swam him to shore using her adrenaline while an
observer, Katey Meisner helped pull him out of the
water, telling_another _on-looker to pray while
they were unable to get a pulse using CPR.

The two E NBE 60sarkangelauand
Chris Walters, arrived and took over with CPR
until they were able to receive a faint pulse.
Though his life was in doubt, Joe and Chris rushed
him to Huron Valley Sinai Hospital, where he was
taken by helicopter to Detroit Receiving. Doctors
said that if Rau did not wake up, his family would
have to make a decision on whether to pull the
plug. The next morning though, Rau began
responding. The rescued man was on the Channel
4 News thanking the young Joe, policedan
firemard EMS all in one in his township, for
saving his life.

Now his new challenge is the medical bills; he
has no medical insurance, but his friends have
thrown a fundraiser on his behalf, to help pay
those staggering medical bills of nearly $60,000.
Even though brain damage was feared, he is
himself.
