With that in mind, I offer these following reasons 
why serving in the church nursery is important. 

Reason #1 
God is in the church nursery. This may come as a 
shock, but the Bible has specific promises about 
God‘s presence when children are welcomed and 
loved in Jesus‘ name.  

Reason #2 
Your service in the church nursery allows church goers to focus on worship, rather than worrying about their 
children. In a very real sense your ministry makes it possible for our pastors to fulfill their ministry. 

Reason #3 
When you serve in the nursery, you are being entrusted with the most important (and vulnerable) members 
of the church family. There is no greater treasure on this side of heaven than the little ones God has given us. 
You must be someone special to have a job that is so important. 

Reason #4 
The church nursery is the first contact young families will have with your church. Your friendly greeting and 
exceptional care for their children can make a great first impression for your church. If they don‘t feel like 
their children are safe, they will not return - and rightly so.

Supper club groups will be organized for October, November and December 
with a ―make-up‖ month in January in case you can‘t schedule one of your 
groups. This is a wonderful opportunity for Christian fellowship and good 
food sponsored by Community Life. Below are some frequently asked 
questions. 

How does a Supper Club work? 
Couples and singles sign up to be a part of the supper club. One person or 
couple is the host for each meal and there will be 2-3 other couples or singles 
that will join in (no more than 8 people in a group). When you host a meal, it 
is your responsibility to coordinate a date with the other people on your list. 

The host will provide the main course for the meal. The remaining people in the group provide the rest of the 
meal. You will meet with the same group of people for three months, rotating as hosts.  

What kind of meal should I serve? 
Supper club meals can be informal gatherings, they can be buffet style, barbecues or formal sit-down meals. 
You can have breakfast, lunch or dinner—it's up to the host. You can even decide to go out to a restaurant—
and the goal is for fellowship, so if you‘re not comfortable cooking and your group is agreeable—meet at a 
local eatery for dinner and conversation. 

How do I participate? 
Sign up on the narthex Kiosk NO LATER THAN September 18. You will receive a mailing (via e-mail or 
your church mailbox) on or before September 20  with all of the information you need to join in the fun! If you 
have any questions, call Kathy in the church office.

Fight Hunger — Join the Crop Walk on October 2 

The 2011 CROP (Communities 

Responding to Overcome Poverty) 

Walk will be held on Sunday, 

October 2. This is one of the major 

fund raising events for Church 

World Service (CWS) which is a 

cooperative ministry of 36 

Christian denominations 

dedicated to eradicating poverty 

on a worldwide basis. The Livonia 

area walk is one of over 100 that 

will be held this fall in Michigan.  

Couple this with similar activity in 

the other states, CROP walks and 

other appeals generate over $14 

million to support the work of 

CWS. 

Last year, the Livonia-area CROP 

Walk raised over $23,000 ($2257 

from Holy Trinity). Of this 

amount, 75% went directly to CWS 

to support their national and 

international programs. The 

remaining 25% stayed in the local 

area to support local hunger/food 

bank programs such as St. 

Christine‘s Christian Services. 

Supporting the CROP Walk 

provides a great way to respond to 

our calling to serve those in need. 

Because it is a nationally known 

program, it provides an excellent 

opportunity to seek contributions 

from your neighbors and fellow 

workers, rather than always asking 

Holy Trinity members. 

This year‘s walk will begin at 1:30 

PM, Sunday October 2 at Rosedale 

Gardens Church, 9601 Hubbard, 

Livonia 48150. There are a 

number of different distances, 

ranging from a stroll around a 

park across the street from 

Rosedale to more demanding 

courses of several miles. Even if
