EASTER VIGIL INVOLVES CHILDREN  
Families with members of all ages are invited to participate in this yearôs Easter Vigil service, which will 

be held on Saturday, April 23 at 7:00pm (note time change from last year).  The earlier time is to encourage 

families to attend.  This year a special effort is being made to involve more children and youth in the service. 

The Easter Vigil is full of dramatic action: lighting the Paschal fire outside in the courtyard; processing 

with handbells into the darkened church; spreading the light of Christ during the great Exultet accompanied by 

a ñsinging bellò; dramatizing the great stories of salvation, including Creation, the Exodus, and the Fiery 

Furnace; announcing the mystery of Christôs Resurrection; joining around the font for the sacrament of 

Baptism, and celebrating the First Eucharist of Easter.  It is a service that has stirred the imagination of the 

faithful for hundreds of years.  This is the night of our Lordôs resurrection from the dead, and we want to be 

there! 

Our childrenôs choir, Trinity Bells, confirmation class and other youth and adults will be combining their 

many talents for an event in which we truly proclaim ñThis is the night!ò  Actors and readers are needed ð a 

signup sheet for participation is on the kiosk in the narthex.  Come and be part of this exciting service, the 

cornerstone of our Christian faith!

Trinity Bells  rehearses Thursdays from 6:45-8:00pm and will lead worship on Palm/Passion Sunday, the 

Easter Vigil and Easter Sunday. 

Trinity Brass  rehearses TBA and will lead worship on Easter Sunday. 

Contemporary Worship Ensemble rehearses on Saturdays from 3:45-5:00pm and will lead worship for the 

7:00pm Good Friday service. 

Soloists rehearse TBA.  Special music is appreciated throughout Holy Week, especially the Good Friday noon

SUPPORT MICHIGANôS 

FOSTER CHILDREN  
 

One of the biggest problems in Michigan 

today is care of foster children.  More than 15,000 

MI children are in the foster care system because 

of abuse and neglect.  Itôs never their fault.  These 

children are the unfortunate victims of our 

economy and our failing family valuesô system. 

As Lutherans we should be proud that our 

local social service arm, Lutheran Social 

Services of Michigan, is the largest private 

provider of foster care in the state.  On any given 

day, approximately 800 children are under 

Lutheran Social Servicesô foster care.  It involves 

more than providing food and shelter.  Lutheran 

Social Services tries to reunify children with their 

family.  When that is not possible, they seek 

permanent adoptive homes.  Lutheran Social 

Services also helps children aging out of the 

system at 18 when state aid terminates.  They have 

a supervised independent living program for older 

teens in foster care to help them learn how to 

function as responsible adults.  They also provide 

financial aid to students in college or vocational 

training programs. 

Lutheran Social Services needs our help.  

Probably first and foremost, there is an urgent 

need for new foster homes.  If becoming a foster 

parent is even a remote possibility for you, contact 

Lutheran Social Servicesô Southeast Michigan 

foster care office at (248) 423-2760 for more 

information.  Or better yet, talk to them about the 

possibility of providing a permanent adoptive 

home for a foster child. 

If becoming a foster parent is not in the cards, 

you can help by supporting Holy Trinityôs 

Empty Pockets program for the next several 

months.  Funds raised through Empty Pockets will 

be given to Lutheran Social Services to support 

the greatest needs in their foster care program.  

This might be to college scholarships for former 

foster children, support for recruitment of foster 

parents or program to support birth parentsô 

reunification with their 

children after foster care.  

The need is there ð and 

Iôm sure Holy Trinity will 

answer the call.

Wednesday, April 13, 6:15 p.m. presentation 

Christ in the Passover shows the link 

between the ancient Festival of Redemption and 

Christ as the Lamb of GodðHoly Trinity 

members will never forget it!  This sermonic 

demonstration is visual, so the congregation will 

actually see a table set with traditional Passover 

items.  The missionary, Elliot Marks, uses 

Scripture as well as the visual items to walk 

through a Jewish Passover seder, weaving the 

story of the Exodus together with the life, death 

and resurrection of Christ.  The words He spoke in 

the upper room come alive as each Hebraic item is 

carefully explained.  Many churches finish this 

powerful presentation by celebrating communion, 

and most who have tell us that Christ in the 

Passover has deepened their churchôs communion 

experience.

Moishe Rosen founded Jews for Jesus in 1973 

and revolutionized Jewish evangelism with his 

creative approach.  ñOur model is the Book of 

Acts,ò says Rosen.  ñJesusô disciples didnôt linger 

in the Upper Room.  They went down to the streets 

where the people were.ò 

 

David Brickner, a fifth-generation Jewish 

believer in Jesus, succeeded Rosen as Executive 

Director in 1996.  Brickner has kept Jews for Jesus 

on the cutting edge as the ministry has expanded 

and established branches in eleven countries, 

including the United States, Brazil, Israel, Russia, 

France, and South Africa.  ñWe exist to make the 

Messiahship of Jesus an unavoidable issue to our 

Jewish people worldwide,ò Brickner states.  

ñThere are still a few that havenôt heard of us!ò
