NEW LITURGY SETTING  
 

Holy Trinity has done a great job of singing 

Setting II of the liturgy during the past year, and 

we have had the opportunity to use all of the 

seasonal options.  We will continue to sing this 

setting through the festival of Holy Trinity Sunday 

on June 19. 

Beginning June 26, we will start using a new 

setting.  Some members will recognize it as 

Setting 5 from With One Voice, also called the 

ñBread of Lifeò setting.  Portions of it are in our 

ELW hymnal, but to make it easier to use during 

the summer months, it will be printed in a reusable 

booklet.  In addition to the Kyrie, Gloria and other 

familiar sections, there are two additional songs: a 

congregational offertory, ñLet The Vineyards Be 

Fruitful,ò which is sung as the offering, bread and 

wine are brought forward; and a post communion 

canticle, ñThank The Lord,ò sung after all have 

communed.  This is a beautiful and very singable 

setting that we hope the congregation will enjoy.
